
BULL: A male of the cattle species.
COW: A female of the cattle species that has had a calf.
CALVES: Cattle that are less the one year old.
HEIFER: A young female of the cattle species that has not calved.
STEER: A male of the cattle species that has been castrated.
FREEMARTIN: A sterile heifer that is twin to a bull calf.
LACTATION: The process of producing milk.
GESTATION: Pregnancy, the period from conception to birth. A cow's gestation is 9
month s and 9 days.
RUMINANT: Cud-chewing animal with multi-compartment stomach.

In one day the average Holstein cow eats:
*15 to 18pounds of alfalfa hay
*20 to 24 pounds of grain
*30 to 40 pounds of silage (silage is a crop that has been turned in feed through
fermentation)
*30 to 35 gallons of water
In one day the average Holstein cow produces:
*10 gallons of milk
