1. Work collaboratively with the Project Leader to set project goals, develop lesson plans, teach project skills, 
and evaluate the project. 

2. Coordinate logistical details such as meeting times, locations, materials and supplies, and project expenses 
with the Project Leader. 

3. Communicate with the Project Leader and project members about group expectations, responsibilities and 
expected outcomes. 

At the beginning of the year, the Junior/Teen Leader and the Project Leader should meet to discuss the 
project and define each of their roles.  At the end of the year, the Junior/Teen Leader should complete this 
report and include it in his/her Record Book.
